and

Mrs. Ángela González Moreno, as Vice-Rector for Innovation, Coordination and Institutional Development of the UNIVERSITY OF CASTILLA-LA MANCHA, in exercise of the powers delegated by the Magnificent Rector of the UCLM by Resolution of 30/12/2024 (D.O.C.M. 15/01/2025), and by virtue of the Agreement of the Governing Council of the University of Castilla-La Mancha dated April 14, 2023, by which the power to approve and sign academic and research collaboration and cooperation agreements is delegated to the statutory bodies established in the Resolution of 23/12/2020 (DOCM of 5/1/2021), of the University of Castilla-La Mancha or any other resolution that may be adopted in its place.
Both parties recognising each other’s legal competence and capacity to grant this agreement, for which purpose they
STATE
I.- That one of the University’s basic aims, is the scientific and technical support to cultural, social and economic development, with special attention to the geographic area in which the University is located.
II.- That Company…….… develops its activities in the area of………………….
III.- That the Company and the UCLM are interested in the establishment of cooperation in R&D activities, with mutual interest and with economic and scientific significance.
For the above reasons, and within the rules and regulations applied to these Institutions, they agree to sign this Framework Agreement in accordance with the following 
CLAUSES:

I.- The purpose of this Agreement is the establishment of a general cooperation framework that allows the further development of specific actions between both Institutions, in the R&D fields specified in clause IV. 
II.- This Framework Agreement will be implemented in its specific matters and in every case through specific contracts or agreements, which will consider the actions to be carried out in the different fields susceptible of intervention, as agreed by of both institutions, out of those options detailed in clause IV.
These contracts or agreements will have to be informed, previously to its signature, at least, by the Vice-chancellor of Innovation, Coordination and Institutional Development of the UCLM.

The authorization of contracts and specific agreements created under the protection of the current Framework Agreement will be subject to the rules contained in articles 10 to 19 of the current Reglamento of Knowledge Transfer in the UCLM, being necessary, in every precise case, to submit the contracts and agreements, previous to their signature, to the knowledge of the Vice-chancellor of Innovation, Coordination and Institutional Development and corresponding department.
III.- The contracts or specific agreements mentioned in the previous clause will be ruled by the above mentioned Reglamento and will have to consider, at least, the following matters: 
A) Type of contract or agreement, out of the listed in the article 1.B of the aforesaid Reglamento.
B) Detailed description of the activity that represents the object of the contract or agreement.

C) Description of the work plan that will include the objectives, phases and chronology of its development.

D) Determination, if applicable, of the holder of the condition of Director or Principal Researcher, and also of UCLM staff to be included in the work team, as well as determination by the Company of the person responsible of the follow-up of the contract or specific agreement. 
E) Total budget and material and human resources, both internal and external, that are required for the execution of this contract or agreement, specifying the contribution and destination of those funds, in accordance with the provisions specified in articles 11.2 and 27.3 of the referred Reglamento.
F) Establishment, if applicable, of the responsibilities which the parties can incur in case of failure.
G) In case the research work is likely to produce as a result, either as final objective or as instrument for its development, an invention susceptible of protection through the filing of industrial property titles (patents and certificates of utility models), it will be necessary to specify to which of the parties the ownership will belong, assuming that, in case of not making any express foresight, the ownership of the invention belongs to the University.
H) Foresight, if applicable, about the assignment of exploitation rights of literary, artistic or scientific work, or the computer programmes in which the purpose of the research work of the contract or agreement may consist, or that may be produced as an instrument for its achievement.
I) Foresight that the ownership of durable equipment acquired with charge to the contract or agreement’s budget will belong to the University.
IV.- Collaboration between both entities will be established in accordance with any of the following types:
A. Development of research works, activities of technological support and rendering of services, according to the current Reglamento.  
B. Joint use of equipment and means for its use in activities related to R&D.
C. Specific collaborations in the joint execution of research works and activities of mutual benefits for both parties, related to R&D.

V.- For the follow-up of the current Framework Agreement, a Joint Committee will be constituted, that will plan the development of events referred to on the previous clause.
This Joint Committee will meet, at least, once a year, or when requested by one of the parties, and it will submit reports and proposals to the University Government and to those in charge of administration of the company.

The Joint Committee will be composed as follows:

VI.-  This Agreement shall enter into force on the day following its signature and shall remain in force for _________ months/years. At the end of this period, the Agreement shall be expressly extended for a period which may not exceed four years.
VII.- With regard to the processing of personal data that may arise from the execution of this contract/agreement, the parties expressly agree to comply with Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the Parliament and of the Council of April 27, 2016, regarding the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and the free circulation of these data and by which Directive 95/46/CE (General Data Protection Regulation-GDPR) and Organic Law 3/2018, of December 5, protection of personal data and guarantee of digital rights (OLPDGDR).

The parties will inform the signatories who act on behalf of the parties to this contract/agreement and the contact persons that the personal data they provide by virtue of it, or those that they provide subsequently, will be processed by each one of the parties in order to manage the maintenance, compliance, development, control and execution of the provisions of this contract/agreement, the basis of legitimacy being the legal relationship of the parties as the treatment is necessary for the execution of a contract/agreement signed between the parties (art. 6.1.b GDPR)

Personal data will be kept for the time necessary to fulfill the purpose for which they were obtained, for the resolution of possible responsibilities that may arise from their treatment and for archiving purposes.

Interested parties can exercise the rights provided for in the GDPR and in the OLPDGDR by writing to the signatory entities. Likewise, interested parties have the right to file a claim with the Spanish Agency for Data Protection.

VIII.- The UCLM and the Company undertake to settle amicably any disagreement that may arise during the development of this Framework Agreement. In the case of irresolvable differences or disputes, both parties agree to be subject to the procedural law specifically applicable.
And in proof of conformity, the current Framework Agreement is signed in duplicate in the place and date above indicated.
